REVIEW OF MINUTES: The request was made to include more exact financial information in the monthly minutes. Rena made the motion to accept the minutes with these changes. Randi seconded. Motion carried.

FINANCIAL REPORT – RENA:  Two major expenses in May were paying USDF dues and the D/O insurance. The status of 501C remains unchanged.   

May total income: $6,495.27. May total expenses: $6,558.45. Net income: -$63.18.  2010 YTD Balance : $19,467.74.  The Bosque Sports Schooling Show – 4/18/10: Receipts - $1350. Expenses - $610.68. Net income: $ 739.32.  Total receipts of 2010 schooling shows: $3,010.00. Total expenses of 2010 schooling shows: $2,220.90. Net income of the schooling shows in 2010: $789.10.

SCHOOLING SHOW UPDATE – SUSAN:  Randi will assist Susan for the Luna Rosa show in May. Amy and Susan will work together for the June show at Cherry Tree. We still need a manager for the Sept schooling show. Discussion about the Bosque Sports Complex footing – many riders commented on it being too deep.  Other sites were discussed and a decision was made to  move the Sept show location from Bosque Sports Complex to Sandia Vista, not only due to footing, but also due to location, to make it more convenient for those who live further North.  There was also discussion about the possibility of using the Corrales Top Form Arena next year.   The AHANM Zia Classic show will be considered a rated dressage show thru the second level – for Year End Awards.   The Juan Tomas Dressage Fun show in August was approved for including in the NMDA Year End Awards for schooling shows. 
RECOGNIZED SHOW UPDATE – DONALD:  Everything is on schedule as planned.

MEMBERSHIP – VIRIGINIA:  As of April 9, 2010, we have 133 members.  Virginia will send out an email to the 2009 members who have yet to pay 2010 dues and attach a renewable form.

EDUCATION – SUSAN: The Shirley Rector clinic will be held at Windsong on Aug 14/15. The Board agreed to underwrite a portion of the clinic which will drive down the cost of rides.  The figure discussed during the meeting was $50 per ride and NMDA would cover the rest.   There will be a greater effort this year to advertise this event, as some people may not have been aware of what it was and the benefit of the program.
SHOW MANAGER TRAINING – BARBARA:  Barbara is planning to present an training/overview of what is expected of a show manager and show chair.  The decision was made to have this training on June 18th – Friday evening starting at 7 pm. Location will be decided upon when we know how many individuals will attend. Food will be provided during this function. This advent will be in the newsletter and a flyer will be presented at the next schooling show.

PROPOSAL FOR YEAR END AWARDS – RANDI:  Randi researched and presented a variety of different Year End Awards. She already has multiple blankets/coolers but thought this year we could spend some money for more prizes, especially for the Champions, such as crystal vases.  It was also suggested to get gift cards from Dressage Extensions.  Ag general agreement to pursue this was made, but no decision was made during this meeting.  Randi will continue to research and make suggestions at the next meeting.
REVIEW OF STANDING RULES AND BYLAWS – BETH: Tabled until next meeting.
